* Letter demonstrating need.

Application Review & Reward

Upon receipt of a scholarship application, Jefferson County Parks & Recreation Commission staff will review the applica-
tion (10-15 business days) and will make a financial assistance determination based upon the information submitted. The
application will not be processed until all necessary documents are provided. All applicants will be notified once a decision
has been made and the applicant’s account will be activated immediately.

Reverification
Once the scholarship has been awarded, the applicant is required to re-verify their income and household size every
twelve (12) months and/or when re-applying in order to maintain their scholarship discount.

Payments & Refunds

Payment is due when registering for any Jefferson County Parks & Recreation program, without exception, JCPRC accepts
cash and credit cards. Refunds for cancellations are issued as a credit on your JCPRC account. No cash refunds will be
given. If the applicant does not attend the program without prior notice to JCPRC the entire scholarship will be forfeited.
